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Our approved net-zero , near and long-term science-based targets

In August 2025, the Science Based Targets initiative (SBT) approved Oscar Mayer Limited's net-zero science-
based target by 2050 as well as our near-term targets to 2030.

As part of our approach to tackling climate change, SBTi has validated that the science-based greenhouse
gas emissions reductions targets, submitted by Oscar Mayer Limited, conform with the SBTi Corporate Net
Zero Standard and the SBTi Forest, Land and Agriculture Guidance. This confirms our near and long-term
targets to be consistent with keeping the planet’s global warming below 1.5°C, and aligned with the need to
achieve net zero emissions by 2050 or earlier.

Overall net-zero target
Oscar Mayer Limited commits to reach net-zero greenhouse gas emissions across the value chain by FY2050.

Near-term targets

Energy & Industry: Oscar Mayer Limited commits to reduce absolute scope 1 and 2 GHG emissions 42% by
FY2030 from a FY2023 base year. Oscar Mayer Limited also commits to reduce absolute scope 3 GHG
emissions 42% within the same timeframe.

FLAG: Oscar Mayer commits to reduce absolute scope 3 FLAG GHG emissions 30.3% by 2030 from a 2023
base year*

Oscar Mayer commits to no deforestation across its primary deforestation linked commodities with a target
date of December 31st, 2025.

Long:-term targets
Energy & Industry: Oscar Mayer Limited commits to reduce absolute scope 1, 2 and 3 GHG emissions 90% by
FY2050 from a FY2023 base year.

FLAG: Oscar Mayer commits to reduce absolute scope 3 FLAG GHG emissions 72% by FY2050 from a FY2023
base year*

*The target includes FLAG emissions and removals.

Direct emissions reductions (decarbonization) will be prioritised and all residual emissions will be
neutralised (if applicable) in line with SBTi criteria before reaching net-zero emissions.
